The Day of Atonement served as a reminder 
that the daily, weekly, and monthly 
sacrifices made at the altar of burnt 
offering were not sufficient to atone for 
sin. On this one day of the year, atoning 
blood was brought into the Holy of Holies 
by the High Priest as the representative of 
the people.  The High Priest made 
atonement for “all the iniquities of the 
children of Israel” and all their 
transgressions.
