* Predicts fall of Israel (Northern) to Samaria
* Prophecies before and after the fall

* Lived in and addressed systemic Social Injustice

* An Ordinary Man Like Amos

* Quoted 3x In the Bible
In Jeremiah to validate why Jeremiah should not be killed!
To Magi telling where the Christ child is to be born
By Jesus explaining portions of His ministry

* Prophesied EXACTALLY where Jesus was born 700 years before

* A higher “foretelling” us “forthtelling” ratio than almost any
other prophet

* Major sin he addresses is the INJUSTICE of the leaders;
Political, Business, and Religious small
