* From Southern Kingdom, addresses Nineveh
* Predicts fall Nineveh

* Addressed a nation who forgot God’s grace!
* Prophecies after fall of N. Kingdom, before fall of Southern
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Key Facts About Nahum

* An Ordinary Man Like Amos and Micah: In fact he was a nobody!
* His name is only mentioned once in bible: Here!
* We are unable to even identify where his hometown was (4)
 Nahum comes from nowhere, fulfills his calling, disappears!
* Think of Nahum as Jonah...Part 2! The Sequel 100- 150 years after
* Major sins he addresses:

>the wickedness of the Ninevites

>their scorning of God’s grace and forgiveness

* Only 47 verses long! Small
